Iowa to Host 2010 International
Snowmobile Congress at Coralville
Snowmobilers from around the globe will converge on the Coralville-Iowa City area June 9-12 for the 42nd gathering of the International Snowmobile Congress (ISC), hosted by the Iowa State Snowmobile Association (ISSA) with assistance from the American Council of Snowmobile Associations (ACSA), the International Snowmobile Manufacturers Association (ISMA) and the Iowa Department of Natural Resources (IDNR).

Expected to participate in the four-day event are representatives from the 26 Snow Belt states, members of the Canadian Council of Snowmobile Organizations (CCSO) and the Swedish Snowmobile Owners Federation (Snofed) as well as snowmobilers from eastern Europe and Russia.

“Iowa last hosted the Congress in 1995 in Cedar Rapids, and we are proud to bring this prestigious event back home,” said Terry Durby, past ISSA president and co-chair of the ISC 2010 Planning Committee. “Being centrally located in the Midwest, we are expecting a huge turnout for this off-season extravaganza.”

Co-chairing with Durby is fellow Past ISSA President Jerry Kramer. Kramer is also a past chair of ACSA’s Midwest Chapter, while Durby currently serves as ACSA Vice President. Both leaders are well-connected in the organized international snowmobile community and feel Iowa is poised to host the first ISC of the new decade.

“In 2002, we were strengthened by the state snowmobile program’s funding crisis and that momentum has carried us on to where we are today,” Kramer said.

Founded in 1969, the ISC is the premier meeting of the “movers and shakers” of the sport of snowmobiling. Snowmobile policies, rules and future direction of the sport are decided annually at the Congress. In addition to meetings, attendees can also expect off-site entertainment, a Snow Show and groomer reception as well as the annual awards banquet.

Iowa has been well represented at recent ISCs. In 2007, the ISSA was awarded the 2010 ISC at Bloomington, Minn., and at last year’s ISC at Prince Edward Island in Canada, ISSA Vice President Gary Burger of Johnston, Iowa, was named ACSA’s Snowmobiler of the Year and Mark and Lavell Kuennen of Kuennen’s House of Power, rural Fayette, Iowa, were named ACSA’s Snowmobile Dealer of the Year.

“The networking is really amazing at one of these events,” Burger said. “You really get a chance to share your organization’s successes and struggles with your peers from across the country.”

Registration through April 30 is $225 per person and bumps to $250 after that date. One-day and youth registrations are also available. Visit www.iowasnowmobiler.com/isc2010 for more information or to register. The Coralville Marriott Hotel and Conference Center in Coralville is serving as the host hotel of the conference.
